FROM THE MAYOR OF FAVERSHAM

ner. Such excitement the year I won a 
basket of fruit. When my daughters 
started school, brownies and gymnastics 

I became a very willing parent/coach/volunteer planning early in the year, 
the theme, costumes, props and then finally assembling on the day with 
much enthusiasm and excitement. 
The Carnival Committee work incredibly hard all year with fund raising
